SEEDING PROCEDURES 
Please read all information

1.
All match/tournament schedules are to be turned in to Conference chairperson (Patti Perone, Horseheads for STAC West, Paige Franey & Sue Edwards for STAC East, Central, Metro and Des Ford, Tioga Center for IAC) at the pre season Volleyball Coaches meeting.

a) Additional matches scheduled up to October 1, 2011 may be used toward Sectional seeding.  Please notify your chairperson of these additions to your schedule. 

b) PLEASE REMEMBER any matches added after October 1, 2011 will not count toward your Sectional seed.

c) On the entry form for Sectionals include all matches played during the season.  At this time, include invitational tournament matches that are best 2 of 3 or 3 of 5.  Mark these matches with an asterisk on your entry form.  Invitational tournament play matches are not counted for seeding points but are sometimes needed for breaking ties on common opponents or head to head.

Volleyball will continue to be in 5 Classifications this fall-

Method – Penna System

If at any time two classifications are combined, then the schools shall consider themselves as if in the same class for Sectional seed points.

a) 5 points for a win over a team with a higher classification

b) 4 points for a win over a team with the same classification

c) 3 points for a win over a team with a lower classification

d) 2 points for a loss to a team with a higher classification

e) 1 point for a loss to a team with the same classification

f) 0 points for a loss to a team with a lower classification
4.      Ties in seeding points, the following will be used:

a) overall record

b) league record

c) common opponents or head to head

d) coin toss

5.      The Sectional format will be as follows:

Early round matches are single elimination (best 3 of 5) and are at the site of the highest seed.  Dates scheduled for early round matches are Monday, Tuesday or Wednesday, October 31, November 1, 2.

Semi final play:

-In classifications with 4 or more participating pool play will be used.  

-In classifications with less than 4 participating single elimination

 (Best 3 of 5) will be used.

Site of the semi-finals will be determined.  Pool play semi finals will have each team playing two-25 point rally games (no cap) against each opponent.  The top two game winners will advance to the finals.  The finals, if played on the same day as pool play, is a best two of three match.  The finals, if played on a different day from pool play, are a best 3 of 5 match.  The semi finals will be on Thursday, November 3 at a site to be announced.   All finals are on Saturday, November 5 at a site and time to be announced. (Times to be determined)

Regional semi final play will be Section 9 vs. Section 4 November 9 or 10 with Section 4 hosting for Class AA, A, B & C. Site to be determined.  Class D go will directly to Regional Finals vs. Section 9 (Section 9 hosts). 

Regional finals will be November 12 at Bard College in Poughkeepsie for Class AA, A, B, C and D vs. Section 9.  The times are to be announced.  

State Tournament is Saturday, November 19 (Semis/Pool play) & Sunday, November 20 (Finals - 3 of 5 matches) at Glens Falls Civic Center, Glens Falls, NY

6.      
NCAA Women’s rules are used with high school modifications. 

Local ground rules at each site will govern play.

7.
Each team entering the tournament should have available an     experienced scorer, lines person, line up sheets, score sheets and team roster.  During the semis, make sure a lines person and a scorer/flip scorer are available from your school.

8. 
Other than players, teams are limited to two coaches, one scorer, one lines person and one manager.  All others will be charged admission.

9.       This information is being sent to each Coach and Athletic Director.  The forms are due MONDAY, OCTOBER 24, 2011.  ROSTER SHEET IS PART OF THE ENTRY FORM AND MUST ACCOMPANY THE SEED SHEET.

10.     ALL Teams entering Sectional play must also send a 5 X 7 digital picture of their team to PPERONE@horseheadsdistrict.com 
11.
All Sectional forms (Roster and Entry form) and team picture must be in our hands or to your Conference chairperson by October 24, 2011.  The seed meeting will be in October with the class representatives (Date to be decided by the Conference chairpersons.   Entry forms may be sent in early with ALL matches played or to be played during your season listed.  You may call in results to those matches to your Conference chairperson.

Standard Operational Procedures

The official post match “Awards Ceremony” should consist of:

Team members line up on 10’ line. Award and announce the Runner up team and present certificates and trophy (if one is to be given) and then award and announce the Championship team and present certificates and trophy.

REMINDERS FOR ALL SEASON PLAY!
Points of interest from Spring 2011 State Volleyball meeting:

  Schools encouraged to use the Molten Volleyball during Sectionals and sooner as Molten is the State Volleyball.

  Conversation about playing on November 11(Veterans Day) for Regionals as it saves taking student-athletes out of school.

Points of concern from Spring 2010 State Volleyball meeting:

- The jewelry rule that was in place for the 2009 season remains in place for it is in compliance with the NYSPHSAA jewelry rule 

-Volleyball is reduced to 20 matches.

Do not call a tri-match a tournament.  If you exceed the number of contests your team is done. Do not play with this rule. 

The 20 contest lead you up to post season play. 

-The following is definition of a VOLLEYBALL scrimmage has been approved and will appear in the 2010-2012 NYSPHSAA Handbook.

VOLLEYBALL
A volleyball scrimmage must include one or more of the following:

1. Each server shall serve 3-5 consecutive serves regardless if the point was scored before the other team would get the ball. (rotate) 
2.  Games would start at point 4 all and end at point 25 or a game could be timed with no point cap. 

There is no limit to the number of scrimmages.

Continuing for the 2010 season, no team will be able to run around the whole court for warm up.  They must stay on their own side
Please remember to uphold that Student-Athletes should not change warm up shirts into their game shirts courtside.  The State Volleyball Committee recommends this practice.

Coaches are responsible to honor this request and make sure their Student- Athletes are dressed and ready by the start of the match.

Coaches need to contact the Section Chair if this becomes an issue.  The Section Chair would then call the Athletic Director of the school involved.

In 2005 the NCAA rule change stated:  During a team’s exclusive warm up period, the opposing team will no longer be able to warm up behind or adjacent to the court.  

The State Volleyball committee presented a waiver to this rule in 2005 and it was approved.  The proposal read that team’s can warm up behind or adjacent to the court, during the warm up period.  This would leave the rule as it has been - Rule 9, Section 1, Article 2, page 41-42.
Remember:

-A waiver has been approved that allows two people at the score table.

-A flip of a coin will still determine who serves first. But the visiting team will always have the first six minutes for warm up regardless of who has first serve.  

-The State Volleyball Committee voted to return to the NCAA format of the yellow card sanction for the coach before going to a red card.

-The game ball for Regionals on up will be the Molten NCAA multi colored game ball (IV58L-N).  It is encouraged to be used in Sectionals, Conference and League play.
