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GENERAL CRITIERIA
Nominees must exemplify the high standards of sportsmanship, ethical conduct and moral character.

The categories of athlete, coach and related contributor are included on the nomination form for expediency in understanding the primary area in which an individual is to be considered for his or her achievements in interscholastic athletics.

All candidates will be judged on their significant and/or long term contributions to interscholastic athletics.  While many have served their school and league programs over a long and distinguished career, their accomplishments must have been worthy of Section IV recognition for them to be considered.

Applications for the Section IV Hall of Fame will be sent to the Section IV office for review by the Hall of Fame Committee and if not approved will be placed in “holding for future consideration.”

Re-Nomination

The Holding for Future Consideration means a nominee may be considered again for induction for three consecutive years and that additional information and supportive material would be helpful before future consideration.





Longevity, without meaningful 

Section IV impact, 

does not constitute appropriate credentials for Section IV Hall of Fame consideration

Athletes will be former student participants out of school for 10 years who are being nominated for their achievements in interscholastic athletics.

Coaches will be considered on the merits of their high school coaching achievements only and has been an outstanding influence on young people and by example has shown the meaning of the word “sportsmanship” Must have 15 years working within Section IV.

Contributor will be individual’s who have made contributions to interscholastic athletics.  A Contributor has served Section IV Athletics by working as a long time athletic supervisor, i.e. sports chairman, site chairman, or has been a person who has always co-operated and tried to foster athletics in the school system.  A person selected may have been associated with sports either by reporting or working in an official capacity, i.e. officiating or assigning officials to school sports.

The Hall of Fame Induction Ceremony is held in conjunction with the Section IV Basketball Championships.  The ceremony usually is held between the two basketball games on Saturday afternoon after the Hall of Fame Brunch.  Inductee’s will be notified by February 1st of their selection.
