History of Southern Tier Lacrosse League

A. In the spring of 1985, the league was founded. It has since expanded to its present format of fifteen teams divided into two divisions.

B. In January, 1991, the Southern Tier Lacrosse League was changed and approved as the Section IV Lacrosse Conference.

Article I- Title 


This organization shall be known as the Section IV Lacrosse Conference.

 
Article II- Organization


Membership shall be confined to bona fide N.Y.S.P.H.S.A.A.- Section IV


Article III

To provide a conference to promote interscholastic competition amongst the member schools in lacrosse at the varsity, junior varsity and modified level.

To abide by the rules and regulations of the New York State Public High School Athletic Association.

To set up and abide by such standards of sportsman ship and conduct by coaches and players as shall be considered for the best interest of the participants in high school athletics.

Article IV- Officers and Duties

The officers of the conference shall consist of a president, vice-president, and a secretary-treasurer. 

Their term of office shall consist of two years running from September to September. (The vice-president shall automatically move up to president.)

The president shall appoint a committee of three (3) at the June meeting to select candidates for the positions of vice-president and secretary-treasurer. If the slate of officers receives unanimous approval, the secretary shall be instructed to cast one ballot of their election.

Otherwise, a regular election shall be ordered with written ballots.

Section I. Duties

It shall be the duty of the president and vice-president to perform such duties as pertained to their respective offices.

Section II. President

1. To conduct pre-season meeting of coaches and athletic directors.
2. To propose schedules for approval by carious member schools.
Section III. Secretary- Treasurer

The following duties shall be delegated to this office:

1. To handle all conference correspondence as directed by the chairperson.

2. To maintain a roster of membership and collect dues.

3. To handle all conference finances and give an annual financial report at the September meeting.

Section IV. Coordinator

1. To attend Section IV meeting and make recommendations as established by the league.
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2. To organize a pre-season coaches and official rules interpretation meeting.

3. To conduct end-of-season meeting to determine All-League team. 

4. To attend state meeting.

Article V- Dues and Protest

Section I. Dues

1. League dues are required by Section IV.

2. League has power of assessment if necessary.

Section II. Protest

Protest will be handles by the Section IV Protest Committee.

Article VI- Policies and Membership

Section I

Policies will be determined by vote of the Section IV Athletic Council upon recommendation from the member schools of the Section IV Lacrosse Conference.

Section II. Emergency Decisions

All matters which cannot be referred to, and acted upon, at a regularly scheduled conference meeting, shall be decided by the Emergency Committee, consisting of the officers of the conference. Such matters would include:

1. Eligibility.

2. Schedule conflicts.

3. Dispute between member schools.

4. Any additional matters which involve the member schools where decisions are essential for the efficient management of conference affairs.

Section III. Membership

Charter member schools combine with all schools in Section IV who have joined the league membership up through and including spring of 1989. New member schools will be accepted into the lacrosse conference when they indicate they with to do so.

Article VII- Meetings and Order of Business

Section I

Place of meeting shall be decided by the president.

Section II. Order of Business

1. Call meeting to order.

2. Reading of minutes of previous meeting.

3. Reports of sports chairman.

4. Old business.

5. Decisions on new business.

6. Other.

Section III
The president may call special meetings at his own discretion but a majority of the new member schools must be present to vote upon conference business.

Article VIII- Amendments and Resolutions

Section I

Any proposed amendment must be presented in writing to each school one (1) week in advance of a scheduled meeting to permit it to be voted upon by the member schools. A two-thirds vote of all members is necessary to recommend any chance in the Constitution.
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Section II.

Resolution shall be adopted by a majority vote of the member schools.

BY LAWS:

1. Ticket sales will be determined as be needed by home school. Price should reflect that school’s price of admission.

2. All-Conference teams will be chosen by the sport coaches under the direction of the sport coordinator.

3. Passes for the use by coaches and school officials will be from respective league and Section IV. 

4. Ties for championship will not be broken, co-champions will be declared.

5. There are no league champions determined in junior varsity competition.

V. Amendments to Section IV Lacrosse Conference Constitution

A. Transfer

The transfer of a student from one member school to another member school shall be governed b the NYSPHSAA eligibility rules and guidelines set up by Section IV.

B. Eligibility

All questions on eligibility will be handled by the Section IV committee on eligibility or the eligibility committee of the respective league.

C. Member Schools

1. All voting by member schools into the Section IV Lacrosse Conference will be done by the Director of Athletics of each school.

2. A school desiring entry into the Section IV Lacrosse Conference will be done by the Director of Athletics of each school.

VI. Crowd Control

A. Policy Statement

Any high school having interscholastic athletic program, before the start of the school year, should have a well planned crowd control program. Personnel who should be included in developing the plan are: administrators, athletic director, and coaches.

Printed copies of the final statement of the crowd control procedures should be distributed to all personnel involved in any way with the conduct of the game. The program should be developed to regulate three stages: 1). Before the contest, 2) during the contest, and 3) after the contest. Specific responsibilities should be outlined for all involved.

1. Before the Contest
If the athletic program is to be successfully administered, the athletic director must be concerned with the welfare of the fans and the student body.

1-1 Make sure that all facilities are clean and comfortable.

1-2 Staff adequate concessions stands; if possible, provide one for home and one for visitors.

1-3 Make available to visiting schools necessary game information (i.e., directions for game parking, location of ticket booths, seating arrangement chart, ticket prices, game time, directions for reaching the site).

1-4 Provide supervised parking.

1-5 Discuss with the student body the need for showing good sportsmanship to visitors. An informative presentation of game rules and their interpretations might be helpful.

1-6 Arrangement for adequate supervision.

1-7 Post, in plain sight, the entrance of the stadium or gym, a copy of the reasons for expulsion from the contest, e.g., use of alcohol, drugs, throwing objects, unruly behavior.

1-8 Assign official to dressing facilities separated from both teams. Provide escorts for the officials when it appears that disturbance may develop.
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2. During the Contest

2-1 Provide for adequate supervision of students and facilities by the home school.

3. After the Contest
Planning for after the contest is probably the most important of the three stages on crowd control. Most incidents and encounter occur after the game when the fans are on their way home. Some of the most important considerations are:

3-1
Develop a procedural plan for the exit of the teams, officials and spectators.

3-2 Use of the P.A. System to: 1) caution spectators about not walking on the floor or field, 2) give directions for leaving the area, 3) drive safely.

B. Responsibilities of Home School

1. Athletic Directors

1-1 Make sure that all field markings and goals are set as required by leagues. (Page 14)

1-2 See that the field area is property roped or fenced off to prevent spectator access to the field. The end of the fields will be roped off and spectators are not allowed in this area.

1-3 Make appropriate arrangements for the securing of emergency medical attention if needed.

     1-4 Procedure to follow in case of thunder and lighting

The NYSPHSAA Thunder & Lightning Policy (effective 10/25/04) now states:

1.  Thunder and lightning necessitates that contests be suspended.  The occurrence of thunder and/or lightning is not subject to interpretation or discussion-thunder is thunder, lightning is lightning. *With your site administrator, set up a plan for shelter prior to the start of any contest.

2.  When thunder is heard and/or when lightning is seen, the following procedures should be adhered to:


a.  Suspend play and direct participants to go to shelter, a building normally occupied by the public or if a building is unavailable, participants should go inside a vehicle with a solid metal top (e.g. bus, van, car).


b.  Do not permit people to stand under or near a tree; and have all stay away form poles, antennas, towers and underground watering systems.


c.  After thunder and/or lightning have left the area, wait approximately 30 minutes after the last boom is heard or strike is seen before resuming play or competition.

2. Coaches

2-1 Notify visiting coaches of location of locker and rest room facilities

2-2 Provide ball retrievers for both end zones.

VII. Officials

A. Code of Ethics for Officials

Section I.

The game of lacrosse cannot be played without impartial, competent officials. Coaches rightfully expect the highest levels of professionalism from officials, and coaches must realize that those dedicated to lacrosse officiating serve the game above and beyond personal and professional obligations. Officials must have the respect and support of administrators, coaches and players. On or off the record, criticism of officials to players or to the public shall be considered unethical.

Section II.

Officials Association. There should be a cooperative relationship between coaches and officials associations with frequent interchange of ideas and suggestions. Coaches should, whenever possible, accept invitations to extend officials rules meeting. Similarly, coaches should extend to officials invitations to discuss rules interpretations with their squad and , on occasion, to officiate at scrimmages for mutual benefit.
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B.  Game Procedures

Section I

Prior to the day of the contest.  The following procedures should be followed by coaches and those associated with the institutions they represent:


1.  It is unethical for a coach to challenge an assignment of a game official once the assignment has been made with the exception of unusual extenuating circumstances.  Any evaluation of an official should be done, in writing, after a contest or at the conclusion of a season and should be directed to the appropriate assigning authority.


2.  Coaches must be certain to direct questions of rules interpretation to the appropriate assigning authority and endeavor to conduct all correspondence in writing.


3.  Officials will be assigned by the officials' association assigner.  Any school requesting an official not to be assigned to their games must make the request in writing through the schools athletic director prior to March 1st.

Section II

Day of Contest.  The following procedure should be followed by coaches and those associated with the institutions they represent:



1.  On the day of the game, officials should be treated in a courteous manner.  

They should be provided with a private room to meet and dress for the game.


Section III


Post-Game Conduct.  At the conclusion of the game the only appropriate contact 
between coach and official should be a cordial thank you.


1.  Any criticisms that the coach may have to make concerning officiating should be 
made in writing to the appropriate assigning 
authority.  For a coach to address or permit 
anyone on his bench to address uncomplimentary remarks to any official is a breach of 
the ethics of the game.  The head coach assumes responsibility for everyone on his bench.


2.  It is unethical conduct for a coach to criticize or blame officials by directing such 
comments to the media, alumni, and public.

Seeding Point System for Sectionals


1.  All games are based on a total of 5 points.



a.  Teams playing against the same classification.  Winner earns 4 points 


     
     and the loser one point.

Modified Boys Lacrosse


Administration



1.  Tests:  Every contestant should be carefully checked to determine his readiness 


before being allowed to participate as for football with exception of:



Individual Skills - A thorough program of physical conditioning, running 




and lacrosse skills such as throwing, catching, scooping, faking and 




dodging should be conducted prior to permitting one to participate in live 




contact drills.  No one should be permitted in live contact drills until 




ability has been proven in the individual skills.  Contact drills should be 




conducted against equals only.



2.  Equipment: 





a.  All players, including the goalkeeper, shall wear all protective 





equipment.




b.  Properly fitted equipment of good quality is mandatory for safe 





participation in lacrosse.




c.  The essential protective equipment must include a lacrosse helmet with 




a facemask, lacrosse arm guards, lacrosse shoulder pads, lacrosse gloves, 




and a mouthpiece.  Goalkeepers must wear a chest protector and throat 




protection.




d.  Only sneakers or shoes with molded soles and molded cleats are 




permitted in the modified program.  Shoes with metal posts or spikes are 




not permitted in any modified sport.




e.  Facemasks for lacrosse competition must have a center bar.




f.  With the exception of the goalie’s stick, there shall be no rule restriction 



on the length of the stick in modified lacrosse if the stick falls between 40-




72 inches.




g.  Modified lacrosse players are exempt from the uniform outer clothing 




and helmet color regulations (Rule 1, Section 9, Article 1a and 2c).


Game Rules



1.  The length of quarters shall be 9 minutes.



2.  Two overtime periods of 2 minutes are to be played in the event the game is a 



tie; and no sudden death period is to be allowed.



3.  A team shall be permitted 3 time-out periods per half.  The time-outs cannot be 


accrued in the course of the game.



4.  A one-arm swing with a crosse, whether contact is made or not, shall be 



considered a personal foul-slashing.  This includes the over-the-head “Indian 



Check”.



5.  There is no such call as a “Brush” in the Modified Program.  Contact between 



crosse and helmet is a personal foul.



6.  Contact with the ball is disallowed by any offensive players when the ball is 



loose in the crease.



7.  Body checking is allowed ONLY against a player who is in possession of the 



ball.



8.  The ten second rule is eliminated.



9.  Goalie does not have to serve a penalty but another player can.



10.  Substitutions are allowed on the endline when ball out of bounds or sidelines.



11.  Mercy rule in a 5 period game starts at the end of the 3rd period.
